Description:

Dunmore Corporation isafilm coating operation in Brewster, New York. The facility utilizes
three lines to apply various coatings to plastic film substrate in support of numerous
manufacturers products. A solvent recovery still and mixing area support coating operations.

Emission control isrequired when coatings are used which exceed the VOC limits specified in
Table 1 of BNYCRR Part 228-1. A catalytic oxidizer is used at the facility for that purpose.
Emission control is not required when coatings meeting VOC limits are used.

VOC and HAP emissions are capped below magjor source thresholds, and thus the facility is not
subject to Clean Air Act Title V requirements. The facility is subject to monitoring,
recordkeeping, and reporting requirements of 6NY CRR Parts 201, 212, and 228.

Permit M odification:

A new Air Facility State Permit was issued in 2007 for the replacement of the catalytic oxidizer
with a newer model, and for requiring aVVOC destruction efficiency test of the oxidizer and
establishing operating temperature parameters. Modification #1 of this permit is for replacing
one of the coating lines and for the new associated emission point.
