A dry low NOx combustor
isused at each gas turbinein conjunction with the application of Selective Catalytic Reduction (SCR) to
control NOx. Thefecility is subject to the Federal Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) and New
Source Performance Standards (NSPS).
