Description:
This air state facility permit is for the operation of the cremation incinerator.  This permit contains 
requirements under Part 219-4 citations which apply to proper incinerator design, operation and operator 
training.  The incinerator primary combustion chamber must be continuously kept at 1400 degrees F and 
the secondary chamber at 18000 degrees F while human remains are being incinerated.  The facility must 
also continuously monitor and record the temperatures in both chambers during incinerator operation.  
The temperature measuring and recording instruments must be kept in proper operating condition and 
serviced according to manufacturer specifications.  Information pertaining to each usage event and 
temperature monitoring records and charts must be retained on site for at least 3 years and made available 
to the Department's representative during normal business hours. Failure to maintain and make available 
all such records shall be a violation of this permit.
