Description:

IIMAK isamanufacturer of thermal transfer ribbons. IMAK coats polyester film with wax and solvent-
based backings and inks for use in bar code applicators, color printers and facsimile machines. The
solvent-based coatings are manufactured on site and coating machines are used to apply the coatings to
thefilms.

The facility consists of five emission units:

X-OXDZR: This emission unit includes four oxidizers, 19 coating machines, two parts washers, and two
slitting machines;

1-CBS01: Bulk storage tanks for toluene (10,000 gallons), methyl ethyl ketone (15,000 gallons), and
isopropyl alcohal (10,000) are located in avault below Plant #2 and are each vented to atmosphere. The
solvents are used in the manufacturing of thermal transfer ribbon inks;

1-BOILR: 2 - 24.5 mmBTU/hr natura gas boilers produce steam which is hard-piped to various coaters
and ink mixing units for heating and drying;
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1-WEIGH: 2 weigh stations, where solid pigments, resins and waxes are weighed, mixed and melted.
Dust collectors are employed as control devices; and

1-CORON: Polyester film is subjected to a corona treatment process that generates ozone. The corona
trestment unit is connected to station number 1 of coating machine MSC-1. The ozoneis collectedin a
hood and vented to the roof of Plant No. 2.

Thefacility is separated into two plants, each of which accepted a volatile organic compounds (VOC)
emission cap of less than 50 tons per year so that the newer of the two plants was not subject to 6

NY CRR Subpart 231-2 when it was constructed. The facility is subject to 6 NY CRR Part 228 - Table 1
and uses thermal oxidizersto reduce VOC emissions to permitted levels.

The project encompassing the construction and operation of coating machine, MSC-4, and the 60,000
cfm regenerative oxidizer, which is designated Oxidizer 4, was subject to 6NY CRR Subpart 231-2 New
Source Review. The project permit imposed aV OC emission cap of less than 40 tons per year on the
new emission source (coating machine M SC-4, designated emission source 00271). The 50 tons per
year VOC emission cap imposed by the fecility's original TitleV permit remained in force for the VOC
emission sources located in Plant 2 (coating machines MSC-1 through 3 and the solvent cleaning
operation) even though the emissions from these sources were routed to Oxidizer 4.

Each continuous-roll coating machine is totally enclosed so that al of the VOC-containing emissions
from the machines are piped to the oxidizers for destruction. The oxidizers are required to maintain
minimum operating temperatures as determined during annual destruction efficiency testing. IMAK is
reguired to keep records which document the amount of V OCs emitted on a 12-month rolling total.

IIMAK isalso required to annualy certify continuous compliance with the VOC emission caps found in
conditions# 26, 27 & 28. These conditions provide a specific formulafor calculating VOC emissions for
each emission source.

By acceptance of this permit, the permittee agrees that the permit is contingent upon strict compliance
with the ECL, al applicable regulations, the General Conditions specified and any Special Conditions
included as part of this permit.

Correcting both the inlet and outlet concentration
measurements to the same oxygen level will eliminate any
bias that may be introduced by dilution air entering the

gas stream between the two measurement points.

Destruction efficiency tests will be conducted at EPO0008,
EP00014, EP00022, and EPO0027 once each calendar year,
provided the unit has operated over the last 12 months,
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within the six months prior to the annual shutdown/
inspection of each individual oxidizer. IMAK will send
the test results to the Department after each test. If, at
any time, IIMAK or the Department has cause to believe
that an oxidizer is not performing at the last measured
destruction efficiency, IMAK will make appropriate
adjustments and/or repairs to the oxidizer to improve
destruction efficiencies and will retest. Oxidizer
emission calculations (rolling 12-month total) will be
based on the latest destruction efficiency measurements.

ITMAK will institute a RACT Action Plan in case of

oxidizer malfunction. The Plan will include the following

actions:

1. IMAK will keep an inventory of spare parts for the
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oxidizers and the associated fans and drives. As parts are
used, new parts will be ordered to maintain replacement
partsfor critical components that could malfunction or
have historically malfunctioned.

2. IMAK personnel will notify maintenance staff via
plant-wide page at the time that an oxidizer indicates
signs of amalfunction.

3. Maintenance staff will immediately respond to any
oxidizer malfunction conditions and dedicate the resources
necessary to repair the oxidizer, in house, in the

shortest period of time practical.

4. In the event that the malfunction is dueto a utility
provider or a malfunction of a component itself that can
not be repaired in house, IMAK will immediately notify
and mobilize the appropriate outside agencies to correct
the malfunction.

5. The shift supervisor will be contacted to determine
facility status relative to existing cap limits. The shift
supervisor will compare the 12 month rolling VOC total
for each plant with the cap limits to determine if any
coating can be performed after the current roll is
finished.

6. Once an oxidizer malfunction isidentified that will
extend beyond the time period associated with finishing
theroll being coated on each machine, IMAK production
supervisors will move low-VOC or waxed based film
production to the coating machines impacted by the
oxidizer malfunction, to the extent practical.

7. VOC emissions will be monitored viamass balance
calculations during the malfunction period and compared
with cap levels to ensure compliance.
