In your March 16 letter you requested that the Environmental
‘Protection Agency (EPA) give additional consideration to New
York's position with respect to geographic-coverage for its

inspection and maintenance (I/M) program.

.As you are aware, we did agree with your assessment and argued
your case within EPA. However, it is our agency's final inter-
pretation that Congress intended for enhanced I/M programs to

have county-wide coverage. As a result, we stand behind the
decision articulated in our December 28, 1993 letter.

With respect to the coverage in the Glens Falls Metropolitan
Statistical Area, the populations of Warren and Washington
~ Counties are equal, for all practical purposes, with 1990 popula-

tion portions of 49.95 and 50.05 percent respectively. As a
result, if New York chooses to cover Warren County in its entire-
ty and the City of Glens Falls, additional emission reduction
credits can be generated. However, if you are concerned about
covering more rural areas while leaving out the urbanized por-

» tion, or about the number of significant digits EPA will consider
in this case, then all of Washington County can be covered. -

As stated in our previous letter, we regret any inconvenience

this decision may have on your efforts to implement the I/M
program. =
