Ownership History

Based on documentation reviewed as part of the May 2017 Phase I Environmental Site
Assessment (ESA) and a search of Westchester County Clerk on-line records, the Site was
previously divided into several individual lots containing dwellings and two gasoline stations
prior to 1964. In 1971, the White Plains Urban Renewal Agency sold the property to W.P. Mall
Corp., who constructed the current mall building by 1972. The property was subsequently sold
to W.P. Mall LLC in February 2000 and then to W.P. Mall Realty, LLC (the current owner) in
September 2003. A summary of this ownership and development history is provided in the
following table, and the supporting documentation is provided as Attachments A through C.
